Yarn

Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Ask a student to volunteer to participate in a demonstration.  Assign each volunteer a different career such as farmer, teacher, manufacturer, car builder and nurse.  Have the students form a circle facing toward each other.  Take a ball of yarn, beginning with one student, have them hold the loose end and toss the ball to another person in the circle; the second person holds the yarn and passes it to another student.  Continue tossing the yarn to students in the circle for several moments.  The result will be a web of yarn that is interconnected by the various students.

Explain to the students the interdependence of each other to keep the web “alive.”  Draw an analogy of the six students to their “careers.”  Have one student release one strand of yarn.  The effect on the overall web is perhaps insignificant.  Then have the farmer release all their yarn strands.

What happens to the web when one person (career) is removed?  What impact does the farmer (an agribusiness person) have on the global economy?
